BI Will Issue Digital Rupiah & 3 Official Digital Money Models

Bank Indonesia (BI) is secretly preparing the issuance of a digital rupiah or Central Bank Digital Currency (CBDC) to support digitalization of

the economy and stem the popularity of cryptocurrency. The plan for the issuance of digital money itself was revealed by the Governor of

Bank Indonesia Perry Warjiyo when answering CT Corp Founder / Chairman Chairul Tanjung's questions regarding cryptocurrency in a

discussion entitled CNBC Indonesia Economic Outlook 2021. "We are currently formulating the Central Bank Digital Currency (CBDC) that

BI will issue and circulate with banks and fintech on a wholesale and retail basis, "said Perry Warjiyo, as quoted on Friday (26/2/2021).

CBDC is digital money issued and its circulation controlled by the central bank. This digital money is used as a legal means of payment to

replace currency.

Member of the Supervisory Board of the Investment Management Institution (LPI) Darwin Cyril Noerhadi said the model of a sovereign

wealth fund (SWF) in Indonesia is almost similar to India's National Investment & Infrastructure Fund (NIIF). "The concept of the Indian

model is closer to what it is. Indonesian SWF version wants, because of the attrack of foreign investment (PMA), attracting foreign funds,

"said Darwin in the LPPI Virtual Seminar # 41: Sovereign Wealth Fund, Thursday (25/2)." The government only said if foreign investors

entered up to 50 percent "He will enter 49 percent in the form of trusts. Trust funds manage various developed assets, infrastructure, the

energy sector, new renewable energy, or other strategic markets," Darwin explained.

The Coordinating Minister for Maritime Affairs and Investment (Menko Marves) Luhut Binsar Pandjaitan stated that there was never a

discussion about the construction of an electric car factory with the United States (US) automotive company Tesla Inc. According to Luhut,

the non-disclosure agreement (NDA) between the Indonesian government and the Elon Musk company did mention electric cars as one of

the six points discussed. "I never talked about car manufacturers. There are actually six (written discussion of the NDA) in their place. One

of the cars. There's more about the Starlink, there's the SpaceX launch pad, hypersonic, there's a lithium battery pack, and the energizer

stabilizer we're talking about. , "he said in a virtual CNBC Economic Outlool, Thursday (25/2/2021).
